WHAT ISIT?

Channel 19 is a public access channel, which broadcasts from the New Holstein Police
Department. It broadcasts only in New Holstein.

WHO CAN ADVERTISE?

People who wish to advertise an event may do so by coming to the Police Department and filling
out aform.

Any non-profit organization can list events on Channel 19. Church services, fundraisers, free
kittens, etc. can be shown.

The Police Department requires 48 hours advance notice.

WHO CAN'T ADVERTISE?

No for-profit advertising can be done on this channel. This includes businesses, rummage sales,
political advertising and any and all other for-profit advertisements, activities or notices.

WHAT CAN'T BE ADVERTISED?

No references or content of an illegal nature, such as profanity, hate propaganda, illegal drug
information, etc. Local community standards will prevail at al times, and questionable
submissions will be approved or disapproved by the Police Department staff and/or city officials.

WHEN WILL THE PROGRAMS RUN?

Written ads are put on the screen and run continuously until expiration of event.
